· In order to be eligible for funding, student research must be conducted in collaboration with an Allegheny faculty member and the applicant must be a continuing student in good academic standing.
· The Provost’s office will make the awards and notify students and faculty.
· All application materials must be received by the Provost and Dean of the College Office by 5:00 p.m. March 31 in order to be considered for funding.
