Purpose: 
We will examine modern East Asia in the contexts of its historical and cultural tradition as well its encountering with the modern world? What did tradition mean to East Asian states? How did they differ from one another? How did they interact with another and together, interact with the world?  Why was Japan more powerful and “successful? ” Why Korea was divided?  How did China become a Communist state? How was Korea modernized and democratized? What was the role of Confucian culture in the rise of East Asia as a main economic power? Upon completing this course, students will be able to get a solid understanding about cultural characteristics of East Asia and the modern history of each nation, as well as their interactions. 


Requirements:
1)       Attendance and participation of the class
2)       All absences should have official memo or legitimate excuse.  Over three times of unauthorized absences will automatically lead to deduction of 3 points out of participation, which 3% of your total score under one-hundred point scale.
3)       All papers must be paginated and stapled, use Times New Roman font. 12 pt and follow the Chicago Manual of Styles.
4)       Late papers must have legitimate reason and the instructor should be informed one day prior to the deadline. Unauthorized late papers will have 3 points deducted every day until the third day. After the third day, it will not be accepted by the instructor.
5)       All students are required to have a conversation with instructor at mid-term point
6)       With the exception of week one, readings for each week should be completed before the first lecture of the specific week and you are expected to bring the reading materials of the week to class. i.e., readings listed under week 2 should be read by the time you arrive for class on Monday, September 5.
7) All students are required to make a group power-point presentation to the class at the end of the semester. The topic can be chosen from below or be self-designed, but students should inform the instructor by Oct 12. 


Assignments: three in-class tests (20 % each), two papers (15% each), your attendance, leading and participation of all class discussions including the final group presentation will account for the rest 10%.
