This agreement applies to all campus owned Residences including the Independent Living Spaces (Allegheny Commons and Houses).  This agreement is between Allegheny College and the individual student.  The Housing Agreement is a license to use College facilities and is not a lease agreement.  
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PERIOD of AGREEMENT:  You will be responsible for the payment of room and board charges FOR THE ENTIRE ACADEMIC YEAR upon entering into this agreement.  Any necessary changes to your housing status must be made in writing by July 31, 2017.   Students who enroll during spring semester will be responsible for the payment of  room and board for the semester upon entering into this agreement.  The period of agreement will begin August 26, 2017 for first year students, August 27, 2017 for returning students through May 9, 2018 at noon (please note all break dates at the bottom of this contract). Those students who have signed a Housing Agreement and are registered for classes but fail to move into the residence halls will be responsible for the payment of room and board charges FOR THE ENTIRE ACADEMIC YEAR.

ROOM & BOARD:  Meal Plans are required of ALL students living in college-owned residences halls. Meal Plans are only available during fall and spring semesters when classes are in session, and not during periods between semesters.  Residence hall rooms are only available during fall and spring semesters, and not during periods between semesters. Semester opening and closing dates for 2017-2018 are: August 26 for First Year students/August 27 for returning students--December 20, 2017 at noon and January 13--May 9, 2018 at noon.  Please note:  Summer housing has a separate housing agreement and application process. 
CANCELLATION/RELEASE:

A student applying for a release from the Residency Requirement must complete a Housing Exemption Request Form before July 31, 2017 for the Fall Semester and December 1, 2017 for the Spring Semester.  After these deadlines, no student shall be released from the Residency Requirement without the specific approval of the Dean of Students upon recommendation of the Director of Residence Life.  Those students who apply for release from the Residency Requirement but who are denied a release will be responsible for payment of room charges for the entire academic year.    
A mid-year release from the Residency Requirement will only be considered for those students who have extenuating circumstances supported by the appropriate formal documentation.  Students who are approved for release from the Residency Requirement will be responsible for prorated room and meal plan charges based on the date of check-out from the residence halls.  This also includes students who are Academically Dismissed or Suspended from the College. 
Students who apply for cancellation of the Residency Requirement due to a Withdrawal, Leave of Absence, Disciplinary or Academic Dismissal from the Residence Halls, or Disciplinary Suspension from the College during a given semester will be responsible for payment of the room charge for the semester and a prorated meal plan charge based on the date of key return and check-out from the residence halls. 
ELIGIBILITY:  Full-time students enrolled for 12 or more credit hours at Allegheny College are required to live in college housing for 4 years or 8 full semesters. It is unacceptable for students to change their enrollment status to part-time and change it back to full-time status before or after the add/drop deadline as a means of altering eligibility for housing.  Students will still be responsible for the payment of all room and board fees for the academic year upon signing this agreement and submitting it to the Office of Residence Life.  In addition, all students living in college housing must demonstrate proof of required immunizations, prior to check-in.
Allegheny College reserves the right to deny housing or cancel housing for students who; are not in good conduct or financial standing with the College, violate the Student Code of Conduct, have a criminal record, or falsify information on their housing application or  Campus Housing Agreement.  Allegheny College reserves the right to deny housing to individuals who may have been convicted of violent crimes and/or other felonies.  Allegheny College will consider each application on a case-by-case basis.  
EARLY ON-CAMPUS ARRIVAL:  Students may not arrive early unless they are a part of an approved group by the Office of Residence Life. All requests for early on-campus arrival must be made by an on campus supervisor, coach or advisor in writing before July 31, 2017.  Individual student requests will not be considered. Residence Life reserves the right to refuse any requests made after this date.  
CHECK-IN/OUT:  Students must complete a proper check-in by contacting the Residence Life staff member in their assigned residence hall.  Students must also complete a proper checkout at the end of the academic year or semester of withdrawal.  Checkout requires that the room must be in its original clean condition.  Students will need to complete a room inventory, return room keys, and complete necessary paperwork with a Residence Life staff member in the assigned residence hall.  Failure to appropriately check-out may result in a $100 Improper Checkout fine and/or a $125 Lock Change Fee.  

ROOM & ROOMMATE ASSIGNMENTS:  All requests for changes to your housing status and roommate preferences must be made in writing by June 15.  Only students assigned to a room may reside in the room to which they have been assigned.  Students may not sublease their room to another student.  First-year students are housed in designated “first-year” buildings, and are not generally matched with upper-class students. The Residence Life Office reserves the right to assign upper-class students and first-years to available spaces in any residence hall should the residence halls reach maximum housing capacity.  Allegheny College assigns students to residence hall units without regard to race, color, religion, gender, disability, or national or ethnic origin.
ROOM CHANGES:  The Office of Residence Life designates a room change period when students may relocate to another room with the written authorization of the Residence Hall Area Coordinator.  No room changes are to be made after you have signed your agreement until the announced room change period (after the first two weeks of fall and spring semesters).  Requests for room relocation after the designated room change period will be permitted only in extreme cases, and must be approved by the Residence Hall Area Coordinator.  Residents will be subject to disciplinary action for any unauthorized room changes. Residence Life reserves the right to fill vacant spaces in college owned residences.
SINGLE ROOMS:  Single rooms are limited options on campus and reserved for upper-class students, or those with documented circumstances that require special housing. 
RESPONSIBILITY FOR PERSONAL PROPERTY:  The College does not assume any legal or financial obligation for any resident’s personal property that may be lost or damaged in its buildings or on its grounds.  Students and/or their parents are encouraged to carry appropriate insurance to cover such losses. Items left behind by a student after moving out will be thrown away or donated.
MEAL PLANS/MEAL PLAN CHANGES:  Meal plan policy requires minimum levels of participation based upon a student's College residence. These policies, along with a description of all food service options and guidelines, are outlined fully on the Financial Services website.

By submitting the online acceptance form, you acknowledge that you have read and agree to all housing guidelines, and further acknowledge that you are responsible for reading and understanding all Allegheny College community standards policies, and procedures via The Compass, Student Handbook.
